
The Harry Kroesen Scholarship and Outreach Fund
Main Goals of the Fund:

To provide scholarships for beginning or advanced recorder students who plan serious study of the recorder.

To provide scholarships to cover tuition for ARS or Chicago Chapter sponsored workshops.

To assist the Outreach Program of the Chicago Chapter for public elementary school students by providing recorder teachers with instruction books, desk stands or recorders.

To assist schools with developing a recorder program.

To help support conducting workshops for training teachers of the recorder.  

Rules Governing Applications and Distribution of Funds:

1. An application form shall be filled out and filed with the current President of the Chicago Chapter.

2. The application must include how the money, if granted, would be used as well as information about the person’s playing ability, future plans for playing the recorder, and reasons for the request. Applications for workshop scholarships must give the specifics of the workshop.

3. Each application must be sponsored by a current member of the Chicago Chapter.

4. The maximum amount of any such scholarship or grant awarded shall be $150. The maximum may be raised at the discretion of the Board. An individual or group may receive only one award per calendar year.

5. Scholarships or grants shall be decided by majority vote of the Board of the Chicago Chapter of the ARS after receipt of an application requesting the funds.

Rules Governing Management of the Fund

1. An account of the Fund will be kept as a separate entry by the Treasurer and reported in the annual treasurer’s report.

2. At least twice a year an announcement will be placed in the Recorder Reporter to encourage individuals to apply for scholarships or grants.

3. Twice a year contributions to the fund should be encouraged and all contributions will be acknowledged in the “Reporter Recorder” unless the donor requests otherwise.

4. The Board is not obligated to grant awards or assistance every year.

5. In the event the Chicago Chapter disbands, the money remaining in the Fund will be given to the National ARS Scholarship Fund.

6. If a person to whom a grant is made is unable to attend the workshop, the person is obligated to return the grant to the chapter. 
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This reflects the changes in the Harry Kroesen Fund as passed by a vote of the Board of the Chicago Chapter of the ARS on August 22 1998.
