Recorder Player of the Month

Hilde Staniulis, Chicago Chapter ARS

After a 66 day voyage on the SS EI Nil, boarded in Port
Said, Egypt, | arrived in New York in April 1941. | had
left Tel Aviv, Palestine by train after living there for
three happy years. We passed through the Suez Canal,
zigzagged thru the Red Sea and stopped in Mombasa,
Kenya. Following that were stops in Cape Town, South
Africa, Pernambuco (a state in costal Brazil), before
reaching the “promised land.” After a brief stay with
relatives and exploring the city with a shipmate, | took a
bus to Chicago and met my family, whom | had not seen
since leaving Germany in October of 1937.

Within a week someone told me about a job far up on
the north side in a photo-finishing place. It took me a
total of three hours to commute. Sometime later | heard
of Gretel and Paul Dunsing, teachers of folk dancing and
recorder playing. | taught myself with the help of a
Grifftabelle, a fingering chart, and a patient pianist
friend. Not a wise move, but that’s the reason I never
made it to Carnegie Hall!

| started a recorder group here in Hyde Park, meeting in
our homes. One year we played at the Co-op grocery
store. When | dated Dominic and showed him a recorder
he remarked that it looked like a bedpost. (He later
developed into a good player). We took part in the first
workshop in Milton, Wisconsin, which Kay Bowers was
leading. That was before Whitewater. We made some
great music with the help of a good choir and good
musicians.

As president of the Chicago Chapter of the ARS, |
initiated our bi-yearly Recorder Composition Contest, and
we have our tenth this year. We also started the outreach
program, which is still continuing. Without Arlene’s help
and advice | doubt if I could have gone on. | used to
perform at our concerts and was always grateful for the
encouragement received by our members. My sincere
hope is that the rest of our members will take a greater
interest in the Outreach Program, and that we have a
successful 50" anniversary celebration.—Hilde Staniulis.
