This one -day workshop will be devoted to the delights and 
challenges of 16th century polyphony . From the late renaissance, we will explore contrapuntal wonders with 
six parts or more from England and Italy.  The playing level is intermediate to advanced.  Bring your 
recorders, reeds, music stand, pencil and enthusiasm!  The fee includes Continental breakfast, lunch, 
refreshments at two breaks, and music for use in the workshop.    
 

About the Conductor  
Lisette Kielson  has performed to acclaim in both the United States and Eur ope. Enthralling audiences with her distinctive 
musicianship, she has been hailed by the press as having òtrue character and styleó and òsparkling with life.ó Lisette has 
been a frequent guest on classical music radio and television broadcasts. Her recordi ngs are played nationally from coast 
to coast and have received enthusiastic reviews from American Recorder. Lisetteõs love of teaching and expertise in 
directing chamber music ensembles attracts frequent invitations to lead workshops and master classes th roughout the 
country. She holds Bachelor and Master Degrees in flute performance from Indiana University and a post -masterõs Diploma 
in recorder performance from The Royal Conservatory of The Hague, The Netherlands. She is on the faculty of the 
Whitewater Early Music Festival and maintains a private studio in Bloomington -Normal, IL. Lisette serves as President on 
the American Recorder Societyõs Board of Directors and Associate Director of the Recorder Orchestra of the Midwest. Her 
fourth CD, JS Bach: Obbligato Sonatas is soon to be released.

Directions to Concordia University  
Concordia is 30 minutes from OõHare Airport and 10 miles west of the Chicago Loop, and is easily reached from the 
Eisenhower Expressway [I-290].  Exit at Ha rlem Avenue and go north 2 miles to Augusta Avenue (traffic light); then go 
one block to Bonnie Brae and turn right (north).  Please park on a side street near the campus or on Division Street (do 
not use campus lots).  Kretzmann Hall  is a block west of Bonnie Brae, next to the chapel. Handicapped parking is also 
available (see map).  The campus is also easily accessible by bus or on foot from the Harlem Avenue L stop at the end 
of the Chicago Transit Authority Green Line elevated train ( www.transitchicago.com ), and from the River Forest stop 
on the Union Pacific West Line, the suburban rail service ( www.metrarail.com ).
